Primary Ballots:

If you are a registered Democrat, you will receive a Democrat ballot. You do not get 
another option. 

If you are a registered Republican, you will receive a Republican ballot. You do not get 
another option. 

If you are a registered Libertarian, you will receive a Libertarian Ballot. You do not get 
another option. 

If you are registered as Unenrolled, you have your choice of ballot. Once you announce 
your ballot choice you can NOT change your mind and get a different ballot choice.
